The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

Fill your church with
the power of your love that is stronger
than death. Send us to tell the good
news wherever death holds sway.

Praise to you for your life at work in the
resurrection! Fill all of creation with
your life. Bring it to blossom and flour-
ish; use it to remind us of your persis-
tent grace. Cultivate our care for what
you have made. Hear us, O God.

Your mercy is great.

Praise to you for the peace made possi-
ble in the resurrection! Fill the nations
with your peace. Draw together people
of all nations and languages; reveal
new possibilities and inspire new begin-

Praise to you for the hope of the res-
urrection! Fill all in need with hope:
those who are afraid or confused, those
who are sick or suffering, those who are
dying, and those who grieve (especially).
Assure them of your promises. Hear us,
O God.

Your mercy is great.

Praise to you for the joy of your resur-
rection! Fill this assembly with joy as
we are called your beloved in baptism.
Multiply that joy so that we share it at
home, at work, and in our community.
Hear us, O God.

Your mercy is great.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

Praise to you for your faithfulness re-
vealed in the resurrection! Fill us with
trust, that we join with (Benedict the
African and) all who have gone before
us in proclaiming: “your mercy endures
forever!” Hear us, O God.

Your mercy is great.

In the hope of new life in Christ, we
raise our prayers to you, trusting in
your never-ending goodness and mercy;
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

1 Corinthians 15:1-11

The core of the Christian faith and Paul’s preaching is the death and resurrection of Jesus
Christ. As the crucified and risen Christ appeared to the earliest of his followers, so we experi-
ence the presence of the Risen One in the preaching of this faith.

Now I would remind you, brothers and
sisters, of the good news that I pro-
claimed to you, which you in turn re-
ceived, in which also you stand, *through
which also you are being saved, if you
hold firmly to the message that I pro-
claimed to you—unless you have come
to believe in vain.

*For I handed on to you as of first im-
portance what I in turn had received:
that Christ died for our sins in accor-
dance with the scriptures, *and that he
was buried, and that he was raised on
the third day in accordance with the
scriptures, "and that he appeared to
Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he
appeared to more than five hundred

brothers and sisters at one time, most
of whom are still alive, though some
have died. "Then he appeared to James,
then to all the apostles. 8Last of all, as
to one untimely born, he appeared also
to me. °For I am the least of the apos-
tles, unfit to be called an apostle, be-
cause I persecuted the church of God.
“But by the grace of God I am what I
am, and his grace toward me has not
been in vain. On the contrary, I worked
harder than any of them—though it
was not I, but the grace of God that
is with me. "Whether then it was I or
they, so we proclaim and so you have
come to believe.

Mark 16:1-8

The resurrection of Jesus is announced, and the response is one of terror and amazement.

When the sabbath was over, Mary
Magdalene, and Mary the mother of
James, and Salome bought spices, so
that they might go and anoint [Jesus’
body]. ?And very early on the first day
of the week, when the sun had risen,
they went to the tomb. 3They had been
saying to one another, “Who will roll
away the stone for us from the entrance
to the tomb?” *When they looked up,
they saw that the stone, which was very
large, had already been rolled back.
’As they entered the tomb, they saw a
young man, dressed in a white robe,

sitting on the right side; and they were
alarmed.

This morning begins with confusion: the stone has been moved and the tomb is empty.
Disciples arrive, then angels, and finally Jesus himself. Out of the confusion, hope emerges,
and a weeping woman becomes the first to confess her faith in the risen Lord.
