First Reading Jeremiah 31:31-34

The renewed covenant will not be breakable, but like the old covenant it will expect the
people to live upright lives. To know the LORD means that one will defend the cause
of the poor and needy (Jer. 22:16). The renewed covenant is possible only because the
Lorp will forgive iniquity and not remember sin. Our hope lies in a God who forgets.

The days are surely coming, says the
Lorp, when I will make a new cov-
enant with the house of Israel and
the house of Judah. **It will not be
like the covenant that I made with
their ancestors when I took them
by the hand to bring them out of
the land of Egypt—a covenant that
they broke, though I was their hus-
band, says the Lorp. **But this is the
covenant that I will make with the

house of Israel after those days, says
the Lorp: I will put my law within
them, and I will write it on their
hearts; and I will be their God, and
they shall be my people. **No lon-
ger shall they teach one another, or
say to each other, “Know the LorD,”
for they shall all know me, from the
least of them to the greatest, says the
Lorp; for I will forgive their iniqui-
ty, and remember their sin no more.

Romans 3:19-28

Paul’s words stand at the heart of the preaching of Martin Luther and other
Reformation leaders. No human beings make themselves right with God through
works of the law. We are brought into a right relationship with God through the divine
activity centered in Christ’s death. This act is a gift of grace that liberates us from sin

and empowers our faith in Jesus Christ.

Now we know that whatever the law
says, 1t speaks to those who are under
the law, so that every mouth may be
silenced, and the whole world may
be held accountable to God. *°For
“no human being will be justified in
his sight” by deeds prescribed by the
law, for through the law comes the
knowledge of sin.

“1But now, apart from law, the
righteousness of God has been dis-
closed, and is attested by the law and
the prophets, *the righteousness of
God through faith in Jesus Christ
for all who believe. For there is no
distinction, ?%since all have sinned
and fall short of the glory of God;
**they are now justified by his grace

as a gift, through the redemption
that is in Christ Jesus, *whom God
put forward as a sacrifice of atone-
ment by his blood, effective through
faith. He did this to show his righ-
teousness, because in his divine for-
bearance he had passed over the
sins previously committed; *°it was
to prove at the present time that he
himself is righteous and that he jus-
tifies the one who has faith in Jesus.

2’Then what becomes of boasting?
It is excluded. By what law? By that
of works? No, but by the law of faith.
**For we hold that a person is justi-
fied by faith apart from works pre-
scribed by the law.

John 8:31-36

Jesus speaks of truth and freedom as spiritual realities known through his word. He
reveals the truth that sets people free from sin.

Jesus said to the Jews who had be-
lieved in him, “If you continue in
my word, you are truly my disciples;
*2and you will know the truth, and
the truth will make you free.” **They
answered him, “We are descendants
of Abraham and have never been
slaves to anyone. What do you mean

by saying, ‘You will be made free’r”
**Jesus answered them, “Very
truly, I tell you, everyone who com-
mits sin is a slave to sin. **The slave
does not have a permanent place in
the household; the son has a place
there forever. **So if the Son makes
you free, you will be free indeed.”



Prayers of Intercession

The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion.

Inspire
leaders of communities to work for
peace and justice. Unite our politi-
cians with a common mission and
purpose. God of grace,

receive our prayer.

Preparing for Next Week

Heal all who suffer, O God, and
bring them peace. Draw near to peo-
ple who are incarcerated. Give hope
to people experiencing housing or
employment insecurity, oppression,
or discrimination. Heal those who
are ill (especially). Be our stronghold
at all times. God of grace,

receive our prayer.

Forgive us our sins, O God, and
grant us your grace. Move us to
understanding and reconciliation
between people of other faiths and
other Christian traditions in our
community. Mend hurt feelings and
heal wounds we have caused one an-
other. God of grace,

receive our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

We give you thanks, O God, for the
life and witness of all your saints
(especially Philipp Nicolai, Johann
Heermann, and Paul Gerhardt).
Give us hope in your Son’s victory
through the cross. God of grace,
receive our prayer.

We offer our prayers, O God, trust-
ing in your everlasting grace and
mercy, through Jesus Christ our
Lord.
